Award of this scholarshipis competitive and basedon both merit and financialneed, with a required minimum
GPAof 3.0. The scholarshipwill allow $500/mo for living expensesplus a tuition award. The tuition award
coversmandatoryfees, but not optional personalfeessuchasHonorsfees, Engineeringees, classfees,etc. This

scholarshipis intended asa one semester(fall, springor summer)opportunity for undergraduatesput graduate
studentapplicationsmaybe consideredon a caseby-casebasis.
